Report of the Faculty Senate

Dr. Mark Vernoy welcomed Xavier Corona to the Board and stated that he looked
forward to working with him this year.

The Faculty Awards Dinner was very successful.  Mark commented that he was
happy that Dr. Dougherty and Mr. Scofield, as well as several of the administrators,
were able to be present.  The Distinguished Faculty Award for Excellence in
Teaching was presented to Morgan Peterson.  Finalists for this award also included
Steven Bertram, David Lowenkron, Gene Sager, Joe Schaeffer, Robert Sterken, Joy
Talbergs, and Sara Thompson.  The Research Award was presented to Dr. Michael
Lockett.  The Faculty Service Award went to Nancy Galli and Mary Ann Drinan. 
The Gift of Time Award was presented to Mario Mendez and John Tagg.

Mark noted that this is the end of the first year in which he has attended Board
meetings, and he has enjoyed his participation very much.  He feels that actions
taken by the Board are done in a spirit of collegiality; and although the Board
doesn’t always make decisions with which he agrees, he feels his opinion has always
been heard.  He thanked all those in leadership positions for their cooperation this
year.

Report of the Administrative Association

Jayne Conway reported that George Mozes is doing much better.  He is out of the
hospital and recuperating at home.

Jayne congratulated Xavier on his position.  Health Services and the Wellness
Programs look forward to working with him.

Jayne stated that she was glad to participate in the Faculty Dinner and
congratulated our excellent faculty and the fine things they do.  Jayne particularly
congratulated Nancy Galli for the Service Award because she had been in a class
developed by Nancy and Nona McClure this year, “The Seven Habits of Highly
Effective People.”  She congratulated both of them for the development of a
program, “First Things First.”

Jayne distributed invitations to the Board members and other campus leaders for the
Administrative Association Retreat on June 12 on the subject, “Coping With
Change.”

Jayne stated that the Administrative Association is looking forward to another
productive year.  Election of officers is currently taking place. 

4. INFORMATION

Report of the CCE/AFT

Rick Gommel congratulated Xavier on his selection as ASG President and Student
Trustee. 

Rick stated that during his recent absence because of a heart attack, he and his
family were overwhelmed with the outpouring of concern from Palomar employees.
 He wanted the Board to know they have a great group of employees.

5. INFORMATION

Report of the Associated Student Government

Xavier Corona reported that the ASG is preparing for the ASACC Conference, June
12-14, in San Diego.  Palomar and Mesa Colleges are hosting the event.  Dr. Boggs
will speak at the opening ceremony.

Xavier has been invited to speak at the ASACC national conference next semester.

Oscar Lopez and he are working on developing individual folders for each
individual position in the student government in order to get the most out of each
position and participate fully in shared governance.
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The ASG is working on a newsletter to make communication the process between
night students and day students easier.  It will be created monthly or bi-weekly and
will be published in both English and Spanish.  We have many ESL students who
are not aware of the services on campus, such as the hours of the Library and the
activities of ASG directed toward them. 

Oscar Lopez will be representing Xavier at a June 18 meeting in San Diego where
he serves on the Board of the Financial Aid Committee for the state Chancellor.

The ASG is working on updating its election codes to alleviate any problems with
the election process in the future.

6. INFORMATION

Report of Superintendent

Dr. Boggs stated that this is an active time in Sacramento with the legislature
debating the budget for the coming year.  He had reported at the last meeting that
the Governor had allocated an additional $62.8 million to community colleges,
primarily in the area of the Partnership for Excellence.  Another $54.4 million in
one-time funds had been allocated.  The Assembly Democrats would add an
additional $128 million for community colleges and the Senate would add another
$50 million beyond the Governor’s May revise.  Some of the areas they would like to
fund are $15 million for additional full-time faculty, $11 million for non-credit
equalization, which is something in which our District has been very interested. 
They would like $13 million more for disabled student programs, and they would like
to decrease the student fee to $10 per unit.  There would be $20 million more for
one-time money that could come to us on a per FTES basis or on a special-project
basis for which we would have to apply.  The Senate and the Assembly are not
agreeing at this point, so much of that will need to be settled in a conference
committee.  Then we will have to see how the Governor acts on that. 

The College had been invited to comment on the proposed budget for 1999-2000. 
This was discussed in PAC, and agreement was reached that it is most important to
increase the revenue per student.   The funding base for community colleges in
California is $2,500 per student below the national average, which makes it
increasingly difficult to meet the needs of our students.  Another area that PAC felt
is important is to provide money for capital outlay projects.  Currently, there is a
backlog of approximately $4 billion worth of capital outlay projects for the
California community colleges.  Diane Michael will be on an advisory committee to
establish priorities for the 1999-2000 budget.

Dana Hawkes, a faculty member in the Communications Department, has recently
been named to the Silver Circle of the San Diego Chapter of the National Academy
of Television Arts and Sciences for his significant contributions to San Diego area
television over a 25-year period.

PERB has acted to dismiss the unfair labor practice charge against the District.

Dr. Boggs asked Kendra Jeffcoat to discuss an upcoming activity of the San Diego
Economic Development Committee.  On Thursday, May 28, at the Escondido
Performing Arts Center, we are participating with Qualcomm, the San Diego
Regional EDC, as well as a host of other companies in supporting recognition of the
best practices in math and science high school teachers.  This has given us the
opportunity to partner with local high schools.  Kendra heard 12 of the presentations
recently and felt they were
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superb.  This group of corporate partners has assembled nearly $20,000 to be
distributed on Thursday evening to demonstrate their support of math and science
technology, especially in preparing students for high-tech careers.  One of the
finalists will receive $5,000 to put into their program.  Michael Rourke will be giving
a presentation and Dr. Boggs will be introducing some of the semi-finalists.  Board
members were invited to attend.

7. INFORMATION

Report of Other Organizations and/or Individuals

David Randolph, student, addressed the Board at this time regarding his concern
that the recent election held for the student center was not done legally. 
Specifically, the students at the Education Centers were excluded from voting and
were not included in the number of students required to vote for the election to be
valid.  Also, the polls were closed at 2:15 p.m. on Friday, April 24, because the
mandatory minimum number of voters had been reached.  Also, the polls had been
closed early on other occasions during this election because of staffing problems
and low voter turnout.  Mr. Randolph met with Jim Bowen to discuss these problems
and to get information about the law.  Upon researching the relevant law and after
seeking legal counsel, he discovered that the law does not exclude students from
voting and requires that all regular students be permitted to vote and to be included
in the mandatory minimum number of voters.  He found the law also requires equal
opportunity for night students to vote in the election.  The California Education
Code, Section 76375 specifies that the election be “open to all regular students
enrolled in credit classes at the community college.”  It also reads that, “at least
20% of the students enrolled in credit classes as of October 1st of the school year
during which the election is held must cast a ballot for the election to be declared
valid.”  California Code Regulations, Chapter 5, Section 58510 reads, “the election
shall be conducted in a manner that will allow equal opportunity for day and
evening students to participate.”  Based on the evidence previously described, Mr.
Randolph believes that the election was conducted in a manner that seems to
violate the law for three reasons:  (1) the election was not open to all regular
students enrolled in credit classes at the community college; (2) 20% of the student
enrolled in credit classes as of October 1, 1997, did not cast a ballot for the
election; (3) the election was not conducted in a manner that would allow equal
opportunity for evening students to participate.  He respectfully requested that the
Governing Board consider the following actions:  (1) seek legal counsel to obtain a
legal opinion as to the relevant law; (2) investigate the alleged violations of the law;
(3) temporarily suspend the fee, pending the outcome of the investigation; (4) to
permanently suspend the fee upon finding the election to be invalid.

Mr. Scofield stated that the Board will take the comments under consideration and
refer this matter to legal counsel for an opinion.

1. APPROVE RESOLUTION REQUESTING TEMPORARY TRANSFER OF FUNDS

WHEREAS, the California Constitution, Article XVI, Section 6, and Education Code
Section 85220 provide that the Treasurer of the County shall have the power and it
shall be his duty to make such temporary transfer from the funds in his custody as
may be necessary to provide funds for meeting the obligations incurred for
maintenance purposes by any district whose funds are in his custody and are paid
out solely through his office; such temporary transfer of funds shall be made only
upon resolution adopted by the governing board of the County to make such
temporary transfer; such temporary transfer of funds shall not exceed 85% of taxes
accruing to the district, shall not be made prior to the first day of the fiscal year nor
after the last Monday in April of the current fiscal year, and shall be replaced from
the taxes accruing to such district before any other obligation of the district is met
from such taxes; and

WHEREAS, on June 23, 1998, the Governing Board will:

[XXX]  Adopt a tentative budget

[   ]  Adopt its final budget

for this district for the fiscal year 1998-99 pursuant to the provisions of the Education
Code Sections 85000 et seq., and taxes accruing to the district for said fiscal year
are estimated to be $24,033,589 and 85% of said taxes is $20,428,551; and

WHEREAS, taxes accrued to this district during the 1997-98 fiscal year were
$23,795,633; and

WHEREAS, it is necessary to provide funds for meeting the obligations incurred for
maintenance purposes by this district; AND NOW THEREFORE
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IT IS RESOLVED AND ORDERED pursuant to the provisions of the California
Constitution, Article XVI, Section 6, and Education Code Section 85220 as follows:

1. The Board of Supervisors of the County of San Diego is requested to direct
the Treasurer of the County of San Diego to make a temporary transfer from
the funds in his custody to this district during the 1998-99 fiscal year to meet
obligations incurred for maintenance purposes in the amount of:

(a) $ 3,472,854 for the period from July 1 until August 30 not to exceed
17% of the authorized limit.

(b) $16,955,697 after August 31 but not to exceed a total of 85% of
taxes accruing to the district. This amount represents the total
available temporary transfer approved by the governing board for the
1998-99 fiscal year inclusive of the 17% shown in (a) above.

2. If directed by the Board of Supervisors, funds will be transferred to this
district by the Treasurer of the County of San Diego in sums as requested by
the District Superintendent and certified by him/her to be necessary to
provide funds for meeting the obligations incurred for maintenance
purposes by the district not to exceed the maximum amount herein
specified, provided the Treasurer determines that funds in his custody are
available for such transfers.

3. The Clerk/Secretary of this Board is directed to file a copy of this resolution
with the Board of Supervisors, the County Superintendent of Schools, the
County Auditor and Controller and the County Treasurer-Tax Collector.

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2. INFORMATION:  POSSIBLE RELATIONSHIP WITH R. J. DONOVAN
CORRECTIONAL FACILITY

Discussion of possibility of donating surplus equipment and offering instructional
programs to inmates.

Dr. Dougherty recently attended a meeting at the R. J. Donovan Correctional
Facility, a medium-security prison near San Diego.  The facility is very concerned
about education and has a full-time director of educational programs.  They have
an academic program, and every inmate must go through academic testing and
take appropriate remedial work. Many cannot read, write, or do simple arithmetic. 
Their vocational programs have excellent teachers.  Their welding program is
outstanding and teaches very complex things so the participants acquire excellent
welding skills.  They applied for state approval as a regular welding program, and
the state asked them to file the appropriate paper work, which they did.  The next
step was a site visit, which was probably done last week.  The state informed them
that it takes about six months to be approved to grant certificates to their graduates.
 Meanwhile, those who will graduate in less than six months will not receive
certificates.  Dr. Dougherty stated that it is hard enough to get a job fresh out of
prison.  To get a job as an expert welder, a certificate is needed.  Southwestern
College, the nearest community college to the facility, had a representative at the
meeting who stated that they do not have a welding program.  They could not be
the program of record for the prison to grant welding certificates.  Palomar could do
it, but there would be some expense to this institution.  Whether or not the state
prison would reimburse us for that expense is unknown. The prison is also
interested in donations of things that we don’t need. 

Dr. Dougherty suggested that the SDICCCA member Boards should cooperate with
one another so that programs in one district that are unable to be facilitated by that
district could be handled by another community college district in the area.  He
feels these programs should not be referred to private educational institutions.  He
would like to have a special meeting of the school boards in this county, perhaps in
October, to work cooperatively in offering programs they are unable to provide to
other community colleges in the area who are interested.  He feels it is time to
discuss how we can work together and help one another for the benefit of the
public.

Dr. Boggs asked Paul Kelly to comment on the occupational education deans
group of SDICCCA that meets on vocational programs and cooperation across the
San Diego County districts.  Paul stated that monthly, the occupational deans meet
to coordinate usually more routine matters.  This could be addressed in that forum. 
He will look into this matter. 

Mr. Scofield suggested that the prison be approached regarding reimbursement of
our expenses in providing this service.  Paul stated that sometimes the Department
of Corrections has money for textbooks and similar things, and sometimes they don’t.
 He will investigate this, also. 

Dr. Dougherty noted that we would never invade another college’s turf without their
knowledge and consent.  Because Southwestern has no interest in the program, this
is a time when, with their approval, we should talk with the educational director at
the prison regarding ways in which we may be able to help them.  He asked for
comments from those present.
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Ms. Hughes suggested that a joint meeting be held prior to one of the conferences
where Board members would already be present.  She stated that someone else who
would be interested in doing something like that is Charles Hayden from College of
the Desert.  Dr. Dougherty stated that they are putting together a coalition of the
desert areas of Los Angeles County, Riverside County, San Bernardino County,
Imperial County, and places likes Palo Verde.  This is a huge area.  They have
invited Palomar to send a representative to their meetings; however, he feels we
already have our own group.  They plan to work together cooperatively by doing
joint funding of things that the smaller districts could not do on their own, but with
which they could cooperate.  They are going to do some joint purchasing.  He
stated that there will never be enough funding, but if we can save money through
cooperation with other districts, that is what we should be doing.

Diane Michael stated that she has investigated the law regarding inmate education.
 One of the major stumbling blocks is that the pay for the college is only at the non-
credit rate, even for credit classes.  She thinks that is why Southwestern is doing
basic skills, because they are getting the full cost of their programs.  Welding is an
expensive program.  We may be able to work something out with the prison, but at
the non-credit rate, it is not something that is going to bring revenues to the college.

Xavier also asked where this new food provider would
be located.  Jerry Patton responded that they would be located in the area the deli
currently occupies, and the deli will move over to the area now occupied by the
bakery, ice cream, and yogurt.  Xavier stated that it was his understanding from the
student representatives on the food service task force that some of the profit from the
outside vendors was to be directed to the ASG.  Jerry stated that he was the
chairman of that task force, and he does not recall any such discussion.  He
reiterated that he feels we need to hold funds in reserve to repair equipment and
buy new equipment.  Xavier asked about the decision to provide only one outside
vendor and was told that after putting out a public bid, only this one firm decided
they wanted to bid. The facilities of the cafeteria are not attractive to outside
vendors.  Hopefully, when the new center is built, we can allow a food court
operation to be designed into the building. We hope to have some of the vendors
provide money to help with some of the capital expense in food service.  If not, we
will be looking at significant costs for which we will have to determine some way to
pay.

Ms. Hughes commented that historically, the philosophy of food services has been
to keep the cost of food down for the students, so there is not a profit to share back
with the ASG.  Xavier asked about the price range of Little Caesar’s food and was
told that they will provide us their products for the same prices they have at the
Iceoplex.

Paul Kelly
responded that it is hoped that they will find room somewhere in the vicinity of his
office. Xavier also asked if we have budgeted for outreach to the persons we might
serve by this program.  Paul responded that AB 1542, the legislation that reformed
welfare in California, created 58 different welfare reform plans, one per county.  We
interfaced with the County of San Diego for the plan the Board of Supervisors
passed.  That plan says that case management companies (in North County,
Lockheed Martin) began calling in recipients of aid.  They must have an education
plan.  We have been working with them in mailing and holding meetings to ensure
that students have an education plan, so that  when they meet with the case
management company, they will be able to continue their education. 
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Paul stated that students will be learning from an approved program that Palomar
has.  He has negotiated 60 programs with the county, so we will have the broadest
means possible to retain students.  But we must follow the guidelines passed by the
Board of Supervisors.  They will refer students to us, and through our database, we
will mail to the students.  We communicate the best we can; however, there is a lot
of information the county will not or cannot give us by law.  We are operating with
the information we have and have reached everybody we possibly can and will
continue to do that.  We are doing our best to “recruit,” but the students who enroll
come first.
