In some
instances, a student's course selection may fulfill a different requirement than listed above. In those
specific instances, it may be advantageous in the student's course of study to allow the course to fulfill a
different requirement rather than a general education or free elective.

Students not passing portfolio reviews may
be required to complete more than 90 quarter hours at SCAD.
