Responsibilities of athletes:  

            

1.      To represent Palomar College as a student athlete in a positive manner.  This includes following all college and team rules, displaying positive actions and attitudes, and displaying the highest amount of respect for everybody you come in contact with.  Any action that is detrimental to the college and/or team will be cause for suspension or removal from the team.

2.      Regular attendance.  If you are unable to attend any team function (practice, meetings, matches etc) you must inform a coach with a valid excuse.

3.      Be prepared to play or practice.  This includes suitable attire, with a clean professional appearance.

4.      Keep up with your studies.  You must maintain 12 units with a 2.0 GPA during the season.  To play a second year, you must have 24 units within the year with an overall GPA of 2.0.  You need to inform a coach when you feel your classes are becoming a burden or you feel overwhelmed with school.

5.      To improve our facilities you must attempt to fundraise, and promote our team whenever possible.  This includes bringing a foursome to our end of the year fundraiser tournament, sending fundraiser letters, and attempting to secure facilities when possible.  Also, don’t forget the small efforts like picking up range baskets, trash and being extra friendly to staff and golfers when we are guests at any facility (it all goes a long way!)

6.  You must respect the coaches and other players.  Any behavior or comments that are malicious or disrupt team unity/chemistry will result in suspension from the team.
