
December 15, 2005

A meeting of the Palomar College Police Advisory Committee was held on December 15, 2005, at 3:30 p.m., in room SSC
35.

Members Present: Cruz, Carlos, Bean, San Agustin, Roberts, Cummins, Naddi, Hawkins, Kovrig (ASG), Bishop,

Members Absent: Madrigal, Hall, Thurston-Donaghy

I. Call to Order

The meeting was called to order by Mary SanAgustin acting on behalf of Chair, Joe Madrigal at 3:30 p.m.

II. Review of Minutes

The minutes of the February 3, 2005 meeting were approved. (MSC Roberts-Cruz)

III. Items for Discussion - 1st Reading

a. Request from staff member for permits to be mailed or faxed to visitors (Ward)
Committee discussed the problems this would present, i.e. forgeries, lack of control, Planned Event Form
procedures would be comprised as the monitoring of parking lots could be impacted if large groups were
involved. Permits are already provided for mailing.
Committee goes on record and recommends that present policy is in place for good reason and that the
department maintain current policy. (MSC Bishop-Kovrig)

b. Lot 1 – Change time (currently 4 p.m.) Problem of ESL and football students ignoring signage, abuse by
Performing Arts Dept. (Cruz)
Cruz explained problem with the lot being opened at 4 p.m. It is not officially published that no permit is
required after 4 p.m. However, by word of mouth, students are well aware of this benefit. Students
(particularly ESL students and athletic students) are removing their student permits and parking in Lot 1.
In addition, there are problems with the Performing Arts Department not following established
procedures of the agreement of giving students with 1 unit a free permit to park in Lot 15. Disclaimers
are required so they understand the rules, however, these requirements are being ignored and instructors
are not only failing to provide rosters for screening but they are not picking up the permits for
distribution. There have also been occasions where students have said that instructors are telling them to
just take their student permit down and park in Lot 1. The permits state they are not transferable but
instructors have given out the permits to other students who do not qualify for this free permit.

This policy applies to students taking one (1) unit only. The issue regarding other students who are
community members who are forced to take 3 1-unit classes (theater students) was introduced and
discussed but tabled until a future time.

Bishop gave the history on this issue of enforcement of parking in Lot 1 and another member provided
insight that many of these students need to carry heavy instruments to class. Committee discussed that
the established procedure should be enforced as it is not fair to day students who are required to purchase
a semester permit and for all the other students who also only take a 1 unit class. It was recommended
that enforcement of current procedure is necessary. It was moved to action that steps be taken to enforce
the established procedure and recommend that Joe Madrigal contact Berta Cuaron, VP of Instruction
stating the problem, communicate the procedure and express our concerns and ask for her and her
department chair’s support in these procedures as established. MSC (Kovrig-Roberts)
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Second motion to send letter to Athletic Department regarding athletic student’s abuse died. Committee
cannot follow through with this issue until proper and adequate signs are posted in lots. It is difficult to
enforce an unspoken policy.

c. Need for improved signage for parking lots (Cruz)
Committee discussed poor signage in Lot 1 (and throughout campus). Facilities Review has refused a
request to place additional signs banning students in Lot 1. Committee discussed the negativity of
students receiving citations because there is only one sign at entrance and no interior signs in the lot
informing them that the lot is for staff and visitors only. Members discussed that in order to enforce
citations the lots need appropriate signage which conform to state codes. Committee moved (MSC
Bean-Roberts) to organize a signage study group made up of Hawkins, San Agustin, Cruz, Carlos, and
Roberts (to provide copies of the state code and give legal advice). This subcommittee will decide the
number of signs, wording and placement for recommendation. This will facilitate a motion at next
meeting for a presentation of this additional information (including student complaints via appeals) to
Facilities Review.
This group will also address the follow agenda items:
1. Spanish Signs at entrance
2. Better directions for visitors to not park in staff if visitor spaces are full
3. Provide better signage for special events on campus

d. Proposal to change Lot 4 to all staff and a portion of Lot 5 for visitors (Cruz)
Committee discussed proposal and concluded this issue is not problematic at this time. They will address
it if presented again.

e. Yearly Student Permit (Cruz)
Discussion: Committee will not address as this is not cost effective and difficult to manage re: refunds,
etc.

IV. Items for Discussion – 2nd Reading

a. Report from ASPC on permit increase
This was tabled by ASPC on Feb. 10, 2005 pending recommendation by the Campus Police Review Task
Force. The Task Force did recommend this increase and it was taken to SPC. SPC has not taken action
on this issue. In order to move on this, committee discussed importance of a motion to take it to SSPC
for continued action to SPC. Due to issues of marketing, budget and concerns of where this advisory
committee reports (SSPC or ASPC), this item will return at next meeting.

V. Other
Roberts brought two issues:

1. Dangerous speeds on Comet Circle between red flashing light near Facilities to stop sign by Lot 12. It
was decided that Campus Police will rent a radar gun and conduct a speed survey on a Monday and
Tuesday after spring semester begins. These study results will return as a 2nd reading item and may
facilitate a recommendation to Facilities Review for the need for speed bumps in this area.

2. Question of need for department’s advertised Record’s Clerk position. Suggestion was made that
dispatchers could do the duties of this position and use the Sal/Benefits saved from this position to hire
permanent dispatchers. It was noted that this suggestion was brought up in task force but not accepted in
final draft. Discussion followed regarding the actual duties of this position including Clery Act,
backgrounds, dispatch training, gathering data for reports and down hours of dispatchers. Discussion
followed and decision to bring this back at the next meeting with the following information:
1. Record’s Clerk Job Description and Salary and Benefits
2. Actual Duties the dispatchers currently perform.
3. Sal/Benefits of student dispatchers
4. POST Regulations (Re: Dispatch)

San Agustin requested an item for next meeting’s agenda on the draft regarding FERPA privacy act in reference to
the contact procedures to be taken by Campus Police during an arrest or the need for questioning a student who is
attending a class.

Meeting was adjourned at 4:40 p.m.
