
September 21, 2006

A meeting of the Palomar College Police Committee was held on September 21, 2006 at 3:30 p.m. in room SSC 35.

I. Call to Order

The meeting was called to order by Tom Plotts at 3:35 p.m.

II. Review of Minutes

The minutes of the April 20, 2005 meeting were approved. (MSC SanAgustin – Cummins)

III. Items for Discussion - 1st Reading

A Committee’s Governance Structure Changes

Changes were discussed especially wording of the “role” of the committee. This committee has never
directed the department but provided oversight and input/recommendations. Previous faculty input on role
definition was stressed. Discussion followed regarding clear communication of committee’s role and
accountability. The vote on recommended changes carried. (MSC Bishop – SanAgustin)

B. Request for visitor parking and curbs in Lot 1 be clearly marked
1. Recommend the markings “Visitor Parking” be painted on the curb in front of visitor spaces in

Lot 1 instead of signs (eyesore).
Discussion followed regarding visibility, enforcement and control. Members will take this issue
back to groups for input.

2. Recommend the curb in front of the theater be marked “20 minute parking”.
There was discussion of this yellow curb causing confusion with other yellow curbs which are
visitor spaces. Committee recommended the curb be painted green with 20 minute markings.
Members will take back to groups (especially Performing Arts) for input.

3. Request to repaint the green curbs at Esc. Center – formerly designated for storefront customers.
There was discussion of the need to follow the vehicle code for curb markings. This will be
taken to Safety and Security.

4. Changes to 15 minute visitor parking at Esc. Center.
Teri Safranek has requested more spaces. The current two visitor spaces will be relocated in front
of Community Ed. Theo suggested two more visitor spaces be placed in front of Campus Police.
There was discussion of whether to use wording of “visitor” or indicate spaces as green 20 minute.
Theo will get with Norma and Teri and report back.

5. Addition of crosswalk and stop sign at Esc. Center
Pictures were handed out showing areas of concern. Cruz will consult with Mike Ellis to relay
safety concerns, discuss the need for a traffic survey and the cost.

IV. Item for Action – 2nd Reading

a. Feedback and recommendations from representative groups on FERPA Privacy Act. These will be
taken to SSPC as information items.

All recommendations and guidelines were approved as presented by SanAgustin and Campus
Police. (MSC Cummins – SanAgustin)

b. Report on Parking Lot sign report from Roberts and meeting with Ellis.
No action taken as this issue is dead.
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c. Report on meeting with Ellis regarding green curb markings to read “20 minute parking”.
All subject curbs have been painted.

d. Report on meeting with Ellis regarding need for additional speed bumps.
Safety and Security voted “no” on this issue.

V. Other
a. Theo Brockett questioned the need to consider new parking lot signs at Escondido. Norma will add this issue to the

Safety and Security agenda.
b. There has been a complaint of seeing the carts and storage items through the fence at the Campus Police building.

A possible camouflage will be discussed with Ellis.
c. The safety issues of the cones by the Kiosk and the narrowing of the two lanes were discussed. A concrete berm

was suggested. These issues will be taken to Safety and Security.
