
April 7, 2005

A meeting of the Palomar College Police Review Committee was held on April 7, 2005, at 3:30 p.m., in room RS5.

I. Call to Order
The meeting was called to order by Kelley Hudson-MacIsaac at 3:30 p.m.

II. Approval of Minutes
The minutes of the March 17, 2005 meeting were approved. M/S (Dimmick/Newmyer)

III. Selection/Confirmation of Task Force Co-Chair Kevin Barrett
M/S/C (Conway/Newmyer) to approve Kevin Barrett as the committee co-chair. The vote was unanimous.

IV. Review of Material/Reports
Judy Wind, PCPD Records Specialist, was present to answer any questions on the crime stat reports that were sent
to all committee members. She briefly explained the Clery Act. A question on how many hits the PD website has
received regarding Clery could not be answered since the website does not categorize hits.

V. Captain Quaco
Capt. Quaco addressed the committee on the sheriff department’s cooperation, support, and its role if covering the
campus in place of Palomar’s Police Dept. He summarized the sheriff’s ability to contract with the campus;
discussed the type of coverage, response style, calls for service and response times. He also pointed out the loss of
control versus the current P.D.’s ability to provide a daily presence on campus and the college would lose personal
service, crime deterrence and a feeling of security (staff and students). He also spoke about leadership structure of
the department, coverage with cadets, volunteers, reserves and possibility of Palomar contracting exclusively with
the Sheriff’s Department.

VI. Discussion of Campus/District Security Needs (Needs Assessment)
Hudson-MacIsaac stated she did not receive from committee any detailed needs of the college areas represented.
She gave examples such as P.D. providing disaster preparedness support, i.e. traffic control or that Health Services
is not available in evenings to be first responders. Boguta (PCPD Dispatcher) spoke to needs of lockouts,
jumpstarts and particularly escorts in the evenings after 11 p.m.

The basic question of the decision to keep a police dept. and why it came up for discussion and an informal poll
was taken. The majority of committee voted its desire to maintain a police department on campus. Newmyer
stated committee needs to look at the level of staffing and the budget. Bean expressed desire for committee to
continue to look at contracting with the Sheriff especially if the department converts back to a security/patrol
status.

VIII. Comparison California Community College Security Forces/Departments.
A handout of job descriptions and duties of the personnel in the Police Department was distributed. A chart of a
comparison of 22 Ca. colleges was also handed out which showed the student population, the police
department/security size and if the department is POST certified and armed.

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IX. Other
A timeline was discussed. Consensus was this committee cannot realistically finish by May 17 which is the last
meeting of SPC this fiscal year.
