SUGGESTED READING:

Students are encouraged to go beyond the mandatory assignments and to
pursue projects pertinent to the broader historical and cultural
dimensions of the study of the German-speaking peoples. A number of
books and journals are presented and discussed from time to time in
class.

REQUIRED WRITING:

Translations into German and English (exercises in text), requiring
mastery of grammatical principles, vocabulary, and analytical skills.
Total approximately 5 pages.

OUTSIDE ASSIGNMENTS:

Students are expected to spend a minimum of three hours per unit per
week in class and on outside assignments, prorated for short term

classes.

Assignments require at least two hours of outside preparation per hour
of class lecture. Such preparation includes translation into and from
the target language, grammatical analysis, vocabulary learning, and
brief cultural reports.
