Other Committee

Reports:
MaryAnn Drinan provided Senators with a copy of the draft of the TERB Coordinator’s Report for 2006-07. She outlined the projects completed by the Tenure & Evaluations Review Board this academic year, as well as its goals for the 07-08 academic year.


A brief question and answer period followed.


Senators commended MaryAnn and the members of the Tenure & Evaluations Review Board for all of their work.

ASG:
Joseph Park stated that student elections close on Thursday, May 10. He added that the Telescope erroneously reported that students show little interest in serving on ASG. In fact, many students have requested information packets on participating in student government. Joseph also introduced ASG Vice President candidates Jesse Lyn and Robert Rettenmaier.

Senators thanked Joseph for his attendance and participation at Senate meetings.

Strategic Planning

Council:
Brent Gowen reported that the members of the Strategic Planning Council are reviewing the Student Grade Dispute Procedure he brought to them after its approval by the Senate. Berta Cuaron will also provide the document to the Instructional Planning Council for its review and commentary. Brent anticipates presenting the procedure to the Governing Board at its June meeting.

Brent also stated that the 75:25 Workgroup consisting of members of the Senate, the PFF, and the district will begin meeting over the summer.

Human Resources

Planning Council:
Molly Faulkner stated that at its last meeting members of the Human Resources Planning Council reviewed the self-evaluations of the planning councils. The group also discussed the upcoming reorganization of Human Resources, which is adding several new positions, including a director and an analyst.


One Senator questioned how the decisions were made regarding the reclassification and adding of positions in Human Resources.   Discussion followed.
Student Services

Planning Council:
Patrick O’Brien provided the following report of the April 25 meeting of the Student Services Planning Council:

· The college is renegotiating the Aramark food service contract.

· The college is reviewing its current policy prohibiting alcohol on campus.  The policy may be amended to allow alcohol in specific areas, such as the theatre during special events.

· The bookstore continues to work to improve its service to students, including adding two registers and providing training programs for cashiers.

· Director of Student Health Services Jayne Conway, Director of Facilities Mike Ellis, and Palomar College Police Officer Anthony Cruz are reviewing possible sites on campus to designate as smoking areas.

· The all-college BBQ will be held on Wednesday, May 16.

Palomar Faculty

Federation:
Julie Ivey reported that negotiations between the PFF and the district are currently at a standstill. Faculty can expect a copy of the next negotiations update newsletter in their mailboxes soon.
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Learning Outcomes

Council:
Teresa Laughlin stated that the Learning Outcomes Council met on Thursday, May 3. Plans for the development of an Honors Program will begin in the fall. The group will also continue its work on the college’s yearly report to the regional accrediting commission.

Professional Development

Advisory Committee:
Patrick O’Brien reported that there are no longer restrictions on eligibility for professional development hours for part-time faculty teaching in terms of fewer than eight weeks.  All part-time instructors can now receive professional development hours regardless of the length of the course or the number of units. Part-time librarians and counselors are now eligible for PD hours as well.


Patrick added that Palomar graduates have been asked to speak at the fall plenary session in August.

Faculty Emeriti:
Brent Gowen stated that the Senate is sending letters to those retired faculty members who were recently granted emeriti status, thanking them for their contributions to the college and informing them of the privileges available to emeriti faculty.

Brent Gowen announced that interviews for the position of interim dean of Arts, Media, Business, and Computing Systems have begun.

Other:
Molly Faulkner added that interviews for the Athletic Director position will begin this week.

ROP Workgroup:
Jackie Martin-Klement stated that the ROP Workgroup continues to meet. Judy Fish, ROP Director, has been attending the meetings to aid in the transition.  The workgroup expects the college to incorporate 1/3 of the program each year until 2010.

Academic Due

Process:
The due process procedure that the Senate engaged as a result of the changing of students’ final grades by the Director of Student Affairs is continuing. Brent Gowen reported that Dean Jackson has composed a report of the first informal conciliatory meeting, which will be signed by participants upon their approval.  At the conclusion of that meeting, participants agreed to meet again informally before proceeding.

Accreditation:
Brent Gowen reported that the Accreditation Steering Committee still needs a faculty member to serve as tri-chair.  The PFF and the district are still negotiating assigned time for the position.

Professional Procedures

Committee:
Marilee Nebelsick-Tagg provided draft copies of the Procedure for Ethical Violation Review created by the Professional Procedures Committee. This is the procedure faculty members will follow when charging with ethical misconduct a Senator or a faculty member placed by the Senate in an assigned time position.  The committee has incorporated into the document revisions discussed and recommended at last week’s Senate meeting.  Senators recommended additional minor changes.
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Brent Gowen asked Senators to continue their review of the document and submit recommended changes to Marilee. This item will be placed on the Senate agenda for action at the first meeting of the fall semester.

Institutional Review:
Brent Gowen provided copies of a draft of the Institutional Review and Planning form that will be distributed to departments and programs upon its approval. He asked Senators to review the document and forward suggestions and comments to him as soon as possible.
