The Academic Senate and System Office both receive many questions from faculty and staff about the rules and regulations governing the minimum qualifications for the hiring of faculty and administrators in the California Community College system.  These questions cover a variety of topics including disciplines and minimum qualifications, equivalencies and eminence, credentials and certification.  

A list of Frequently Asked Questions (FAQs) has been compiled in order for individuals to better understand these rules and regulations.  The FAQs were collaboratively developed with members of the Standards and Practices Committee of the Academic Senate and staff from the System Office of the California Community Colleges. 
A copy of the FAQs is attached to this letter for discussion at both the Area Meetings and at a breakout at the Spring Plenary Session.  The goal is to get feedback from local academic senates to better inform the Standards and Practices Committee in developing the final version of the FAQs.  

Once the document is completed, it will be placed on the websites of both the Academic Senate and the System Office for viewing.  I should correct myself and say that the document will never be “completed,” as it will be reviewed on a regular basis, checking that answers are still current and correct and to add new topics as the need arises.  The intent of the FAQs is always to assist and benefit the faculty and staff of the California Community Colleges.
