Once pre-launched, a proposal will be reviewed by various individuals in the approval process.  The following describes which pages the individuals in the pre-launch and launch process are expected to evaluate and to provide input:
●Articulation Officer – Course number, general education, transferability 

●Discipline content specialists (where applicable) –  Course content, outline, objectives, methods of instruction, textbooks/resources

●Chairs/Directors -  Course content, outline, objectives, methods of instruction, textbooks/resources, open entry/open exit, potential overlap 

●Deans - Repeatability, hours/units, grading basis, potential overlap, TOP codes and other MIS codes

●Librarian –Verifies that the originator of a new course has informed the Librarians whether adequate library resources are available, or if not, what additional resources are needed.
