Issues to Consider

1. Read the course description in the college catalog to see if the course is right for you. 

2. Make sure you know where the classes are held. Be reminded that Palomar College has multiple “satellite” campuses. 

3. Plan your schedule carefully so your classes won’t overlap.

4. Enter the class information on the “plan your schedule” form.

5. You must enroll in a minimum of 12 units.

6. If you are taking online courses, you can only take 3 units of online class. Make sure that you do not take more than 3 units of online courses. 

7. You must pay the total fees immediately after the registration or you will be dropped from the classes you have registered for. 

8. Look at the example in the following pages to help you understand how to select classes. 

9. If you received an email message from the Office of International Education about your ESL placement, make sure to enroll in that class.
