FIND BOOKS, DVDS AND MORE

In this section, you will learn how to use the Library catalog to find books, ebooks, DVDs, and
other materials at the Palomar College Library — at the San Marcos Campus Library and the
Escondido Center Library.

1. From the Palomar College Library website, click on the catalog link and search for books on
one of the following topics, or on a topic of your choice. To get started, type in your search
terms and then click on the ‘everything’ button. You may need to revise your search terms a
few times before you find items on your topic.

FIND ARTICLES

In this section, you will learn how to use the Library’s databases to find articles published in
newspapers, magazines and journals. You will NOT find articles in the library catalog.

2. From the Palomar College Library website, click on the articles link. Here you will see a list
of databases that you can use to find articles. The tabs across the top of the page organize
the databases by subject area. We also have databases specifically for finding ebooks,
images, and videos.

From the library databases page click on the database, Academic Search Premier.
Search for articles on one of the following topics or a topic of your choice. You may need to
revise your search strategy a few times before you find items on your topic.

FIND CREDIBLE WEBSITES
