Information
Budget update.  Income from PFE dollars is expected to go down and faculty hired with PFE funds receive regular step increases and COLA that must be funded from the general fund.  It has been proposed in the Legislature that the registration fee be raised incrementally over a three year period ($6, $4, $4).  On another note, the burst in the dot.com bubble has caused a big drop in property tax revenue.  Effort is continuing to gather as many money-savings ideas as possible.  Groups have been forwarding ideas to the different planning councils.  A handout of what the MNHS Division will submit to the Instructional Planning Council was distributed, discussed, and prioritized.  There was unanimous consensus on the priorities established.  Select Prioritized list of ideas for budget to see the prioritized list online.
3. Old Business

A. Substitute policy.  There are two Governing Board policies relating to hiring substitutes.  They are:  a substitute should be hired when an instructor has jury duty and when the instructor will miss more than one week.  Absences must be recorded accurately whether taken as sick leave, vacation, or personal necessity.  Jim Gilardi recommended unofficially filling in for others.  The students drive to the campus, they expect an instructor.   To serve them, an instructor could unofficially fill in for someone else.  Jay Wiestling recommended that the instructors involved would sign a sheet to keep track of reciprocation.  Jim wanted to pursue the possibility, so Mike Rourke recommended that he speak to Jack Miyamoto.

New Business

A. Software compliance.  Russ Thomas distributed a list via email of software located on computers in ES-9.  Mike Rourke requested that copies of licenses for those software programs be forwarded to Russ.  In order to remain compliant, Russ will remove programs that do not have licenses.  

B. Proposition 65.  In order to be in compliance with Prop 65, there was discussion whether a warning sign needs to be posted in departments using chemicals known to cause cancer.   Mike Rourke will discuss the specifics with Kelley Hudson-MacIssac.
