Pivot tables.  A sample report that pulled data from Active Sections reports was distributed and explained.  It showed the course, the number of students enrolled, and the number of sections.  It was suggested that another report show student enrollment to capacity.
4.
Old Business

A. Software Licenses.  Russ Thomas provided an update about the software in the ES-9 lab.  He requested that a copy of the license and purchase order be provided anytime new software is purchased.  He stated that some of the software in the lab has been there for some time and is no longer in use, or it will not work with newer operating systems.  Jim Gilardi said if a new textbook is purchased, Russ should be notified and the software for the old textbook should be removed.  Generally, permission to put the software or a path to the CD on the server can be obtained by requesting it from the publisher.  Publishers want students to use their CDs and purchase their textbooks so they will work with instructors.  For example, Earth Sciences has a program that requires the use of a CD.  Twenty CDs were purchased that can be used anytime and anywhere.  In order for it to work in the lab, a path/shortcut was needed.   Since it was only a shortcut to the CD and not the actual software, it seems allowable.  It was asked whether Academic Technology had updates on all software licenses.  
B. Copyright.  The question was asked about how much of a textbook could be copied before violating the law.  Mike Rourke announced that Judy Eberhart is preparing to have a Professional Development Workshop next semester to answer copyright questions.  With the addition of digital technology, there are many new copyright issues to consider and many existing ramifications to review.
