Order of business

Minutes of last meeting
Minutes were approved.  
3. Information
A. Faculty Hiring List.  A second PE/Athletics position has been moved up on the Faculty Hiring Recommendation List.  PE/Athletics are now two and seven on the priority list.  As a result, the Chemistry position has dropped to eight on the list and Mathematics to ten on the list.  It was agreed that Dean Rourke would request the rationale for moving a second position request in front of a first position request for another department.  
B. Hiring.  Governor Davis may request the return of Prop 98 dollars in excess of the legal mandate (about $1.9 billion total) K-14.  As a result of the possible $2 million loss to Palomar College, there is a hold on classified hiring.   Faculty hiring may be impacted as well.

C. Reorganization.  A revised reorganization chart submitted by Chris Barkley was distributed.  It would leave Nursing Education in the MNHS Division and move Dental Assisting to the Career and Technical Division.
D. Grants.  The Chancellor’s Office announced the availability of Workforce Development Instructional Equipment Grants for health-related occupations.  New hospital beds, x-ray machines, etc., could be purchased with the funds.  Dean Rourke will be attending the workshop and encouraged Kathy Clyne, Sara Thompson, and Philomena Lindsey to consider submitting grant applications for nursing, medical assisting, and dental assisting. 
E. Instructional equipment.  The equipment list was reviewed, prioritized, totaled, and approved.   Chairs were asked to submit requisitions for approved items by Friday, December 13.    
F. Supplies.  Since Dental Assisting and Nursing Education did not receive any equipment funds, their supply requests were moved to the top of the list.  Supply lists from other department items were reviewed and prioritized.  Given that Chemistry will use supply funds to purchase deionized water, lottery funds will be used to purchase needed instructional supplies.  
G. Added classes.  In the event of a war and the cancellation of classes at Camp Pendleton, chairs were asked to look at subject areas where classes could be added.  Some Spring classes that have already been filled include anatomy, physiology, microbiology, Chemistry 105, and oceanography.  Sara Thompson asked if the wait list and auto enroll system is working.  She was told that Herman Lee runs it daily.

H. Material fees.  There was concern that bookstore management is not processing material fees on a timely basis.  It was requested that they be asked to complete budget transfers within a month of receiving funds from students so departments can cover copying charges.
I. Late ads.  It was determined and announced at the VPI Cabinet meeting that February 3, 2003, is the firm and final date for students to add classes for Spring semester.  Sara Thompson and Jay Wiestling indicated that faculty members in Life Sciences and Mathematics would like a written directive from the Instruction Office regarding the firm add date.
J. Division spreadsheet.  After combining several PeopleSoft Instruction reports, it was determined and announced that the departments did not need to complete the spreadsheets on the shared division drive.

Science Building
A. Earthquake safety.  In order to meet seismic requirements, the architect has requested a list of existing equipment that will need to be seismically attached in its new location.  Dean Rourke directed the department chairs to email the list to him.
