A. Computers.  Jay Wiestling said that Dan Clegg has not yet received a new computer as requested and approved.  
3. Old Business
A. Budget Development.  The following budget suggestions were discussed and recommended for presentation to the Vice President for Instruction Council.

Budget for regular replacement of instructional equipment 

(
Budget for regular preventive maintenance of instructional equipment

Budget for replacement of stolen equipment

Budget for regular replacement of computers and data projectors 

(
Regular scheduled maintenance of data projectors/computers in classrooms (include regular bulb replacement) 

(
Increase hourly accounts (student + short term) appropriately for each increase in minimum wage/COLA/etc 

(
Set baseline budgets for discretionary accounts (400010, 500010, and 600010 budget pools).  Provide COLA for these accounts.  

(
Automatically augment discretionary accounts when classes are added to the schedule (and reduce accounts when classes are removed from the schedule) 

(
Augment 500010 pools automatically when dues/membership fees are increased 

(
Adequately fund deionized water (a utility) and provide COLA 

(
Develop and fund a minor remodel cycle for classrooms: paint, repair/replace flooring, furniture, and window coverings. 

(
Budget for replacement of broken classroom furniture 

(
Adequately fund custodial services to provide minimum level of routine cleaning of classrooms and offices 

(
Adequately fund parking lot and street repair and maintenance 

B. Material/Entrance fees.  There are still concerns about the incorporation of material fees and entrance fees into the schedule.  It is a matter of truth in advertising.  Consistency in script for material fees and entrance fees, as well as collection location, are in need of standardization and inclusion in the schedule.  Students have the right to know what is expected, even if they are only given a standard notation that refers them to a particular page or website to see a list of all fees.  It was suggested that if entrance fees are less than a specific price range, they should not be listed.  If they exceed that price, they should be listed with the notation that the price is subject to change and will be published on the webpage and in the syllabus.  
Breakage fees.  David Boyajian contacted the Chancellor’s Office and spoke with the legal assistant who worked with Ralph Black to develop the Student Fee Handbook.  She said that breakage should be considered part of doing business.  If we would like to see the regulation changed, we would need to have a legal argument explaining the purpose and/or importance of the charge.
