Approval of Minutes
Minutes for February 11, February 18, and February 26 were approved.
3. New Business 

A. Adjunct offices.  Facilities is looking at putting one or more double-wide trailers on campus to accommodate adjunct instructors.  They have requested location recommendations.  Since the new science building is expected to accommodate some adjunct instructors on the north end of campus, it was suggested that a trailer be placed elsewhere.  Lot 11 was suggested, but immediately opposed because of the need for faculty parking near the Math building.  Lots 1, 2, and 4 were also mentioned.  Concern was raised that using any of these lots would cluster the instructors in one area on one side of the campus.   The same concern was voiced when it was suggested that a trailer be placed on the grassy area where temporary trailers were during recent construction.   Area C was another idea.  Lighting and security, particularly at night, were the concerns voiced about Area C.  Dean Rourke asked chairpersons to think about possible locations and send suggestions to him and/or Mark Vernoy.
The adjunct trailer(s) would contain desks and a couple private areas where instructors could meet with students.   The following additional suggestions about the trailers were made:

The idea was well received and considered a step in the right direction.
B.
Budget update.  With passage of Proposition 57, there should not be a need for budget cuts this fiscal year.  Departments have spent cautiously and can now place orders for items needed knowing budgeted funds are available.  Additionally, due to the generous contribution of the Foundation, department contingency funds given up at the beginning of the year will be reimbursed.    The only stipulation made by the Foundation is that monies be spent on items that benefit students.
