2. Approval of Minutes.  Minutes for November 17, 2004, and February 23, 2005, were approved with one minor change to the November 17 minutes.
3. Faculty Positions.  Six faculty priority forms were submitted, rationale articulated, followed by discussion and voting to determine MNHS Division priorities:
1. Physics/Engineering – Engineering Instructor also able to teach Physics or Physical Science courses.
2. Life Sciences – Anatomy/Physiology Instructor
3. Math* 
4. Earth Sciences – Geography – Geographical Information Systems
5. Math

6. Life Sciences – Biology
*If we can get two math positions approved together on the list, we will do that.  If not, we will go with the above order.

Dean Thompson reiterated that the order determined at the division level will be the order submitted to the next level.  
4. Budget Development.   There were concerns about whether budget development forms really need to be submitted since the March 1, 2005, FAQ email attachment from Martin Good said rollovers would be done if departments didn’t submit budgets.  It was decided that MNHS departments would complete the budget development process in order to get a true picture of actual costs and budget needs and then meet with Dean Thompson one-on-one before final submission. 5. Other.  Al Trujillo said he submitted the “Proposed Earth Sciences Departmental Meeting Participation and Voting Policy for Adjunct Instructors” to Katie Townsend-Merino of the Faculty Senate.  Katie said the matter was going to be left up to each department.  Jay Wiestling concurred that the Faculty Senate said they would not be looking at it any further.
