2. Faculty Hiring 2005-2006 and Faculty Prioritizations 2006-2007.

2005-2006 Departments:  Life Sciences (Physiology), Mathematics, and Physics/Engineering have completed the hiring process for 2005-2006.

2006-2007 Departments:  Life Sciences (Biology) is first on list for faculty hiring next year.  Earth Sciences (for Geography) and Nursing Education (for Evening/Weekend program) are on list for 2006-2007.

New Faculty offices, furniture, and computers.  A search is continuing for available offices.  New faculty will receive a new desk, bookshelves, chair and computer.  
●
New Faculty Evaluation/Mentoring.   No discussion reported.
3. Budget 2006-2007.  The 2006-2007 budget will mirror the 2005-2006 starting budget.  Since increases will not be available next year, current year budgets should be spent down and pre 2006-2007 purchases completed wherever possible.  The division will support early purchases as funds allow.  Since nursing has grant dollars available, they will also be able to supplement some pre-spending.

Recap of Division Grants/Division Partnerships with High Schools/Colleges.

$400,000 Nursing Expansion Capacity Grant.  This is start up and first year funds for developing and managing an evening/weekend program.
●
$120,000 Nursing Enrollment Growth Grant.  This renewable grant funds additional students.  
●
$30,000 Palomar College Foundation Grant for Chemistry for Infrared Spectrophotometers.
●
$10,000 Palomar College Foundation Grant for Earth Sciences/Oceanography for Escondido laboratory.
●
California Math and Science Project Grant with Vista Unified District and CSUSM.  Stipends to pay for teach the teachers curriculum content and development.
●
Submitted:  Quick Start GIS/GPS grant with Valley Center Unified/ROP and Geography.  We are the fiscal agent.  Stipends will cover curriculum, etc.
●
Submitted:  Quick Start Allied Health Grant with Grossmont College and other regional colleges.  This grant will pay for curriculum development for all San Diego City Colleges.
The foundation’s primary focus is to provide more student-related, hands-on equipment rather than funding luncheons, teas, audio visual materials, etc.

If a job is not satisfactory, it must be documented.  If there are concerns, do not bring back a part-time instructor for six consecutive semesters, provide a semester break.

The Bond.   Placing a bond proposition on the November ballot is still in the research phase.  Much of the bond revenue would be used to build out the San Marcos campus following the approved Master Plan.  A small portion would be used to start a bare bones Fallbrook center.  Volunteers will be needed to help get exposure for this much needed bond.
