I would like to thank you for your interest in the Police Academy at Palomar College.  Our strenuous Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday night (5:30 pm – 10:30 pm) and Saturday (6:00 am – 5:00 pm) program offers those employed full time or during the day an alternative to preparing or transitioning into a career as a sworn law enforcement officer.  Academies start every January.  The academy is run in a paramilitary style, with students wearing uniforms and adhering to a high level of discipline and order.  Students not complying with academy regulations are terminated from the program.  Upon successful completion of the program, students receive 57.5 units of college credit.

The Palomar College Police Academy has dual accreditation with the California Commission on Peace Officer Standards and Training (P.O.S.T.) and Western Association of Schools and Colleges (W.A.S.C.).  Training is held at the Public Safety Training Center located at 182 Santar Place in San Marcos.  The state-of-the-art facility is equipped with modern law enforcement equipment and classrooms.  Our first-line staff consists of current subject matter experts that are working as full-time law enforcement officers or Deputy District Attorneys.

The approximate cost of the program is approximately $3,750.00.  The student is responsible for budgeting this amount as a minimum and ensuring payment for tuition costs, material fees, uniforms, use of firearms, Emergency Vehicle Operations Course (EVOC) fee, mandatory health and accident fees, Department of Justice fingerprint processing and parking permits.  Some students may qualify for financial aid assistance or reimbursement.  Students are required to pay approximately $2085.00 on Orientation Day.  The other payments will be made by the first day of Block 2 ($537.00) & Block 3 ($1,126.00) of the academy.
Students interested in the Police Academy MUST compete for a seat in the class.  There are three (3) stages to this process.  They include:  application requirements, a testing process and conditions for acceptance into the program.  These stages are explained in detail in this packet.

APPLICATION REQUIREMENTS 
· Possession of a high school diploma or GED (GC 1031 (E)). 

· Minimum of 18 years of age (NOTE: A very limited number of agencies consider applicants under 21 years of age) (GC 1031 (B)).
· Ability to read, write and speak English consistent with the duties of a peace officer. 
· Possess, without restrictions, a valid California driver’s license.  Active duty military may possess a valid out-of-state driver’s license without restrictions. 

· No felony or misdemeanor convictions in any state or military court that would restrict possession of a firearm (PC 12021 / 12021.1).
· If not already registered as a student at Palomar College, complete a Palomar College student application on-line (www.palomar.edu) and receive a student identification number.
· Completed the Palomar College assessment test and be eligible for English 50.  Applicants that have completed comparable English courses at accredited institutions with at least a “C” grade are not required to take the test, but need verification of coursework from the Palomar College Assessment Center.
· Submit a Basic Police Academy application with all supporting documentation.

TESTING PROCESS
· Applicants will be invited to submit a written essay in a controlled environment. The essay subject will be revealed the day of the examination.

· Pass five separately-scored physical agility exercises with a cumulative minimum score of 384 points.  These five exercises include:

1. 99-yard simulated suspect foot chase

2. Drag a 165-pound dummy 32 feet

3. Scale a 6-foot chain link fence

4. Scale a 6-foot wooden fence 

5. 500-yard run
· Complete a one (1) mile run in less than 12 minutes.

· Pass an oral interview.

3. CONDITIONS FOR ACCEPTANCE INTO THE PROGRAM
Upon acceptance into the program, students are required to:

· You will need to be medically cleared by a qualified health provider.  You will need to use the Palomar Police Academy medical clearance form and have it signed by your provider by the first day of the Academy.  This form will be provided after acceptance into the program.
· Complete a Live Scan fingerprint check through the California Department of Justice to obtain a criminal history clearance for firearms eligibility.  This form will be provided upon acceptance into the program.
· Be financially responsible to pay all Academy vendors with the specified method of payment.  Failure to meet the specifications in any way or not having the exact amount of money on the mandatory Orientation Day will result in immediate dismissal from the program.
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The application deadline is October 13, 2011 at 5:00 p.m.  You should begin your collection of necessary information and documentation immediately and ensure that you provide the completed application, with all required documentation, on time.

BACKGROUND:
State law (Penal Code 12021) prohibits a person who has been convicted of a felony under the laws of the United States, State of California, or any other state, government, or country, or any person who is addicted to the use of any narcotic drug, from owning, possessing, or having under their control or custody, any firearm.  Section 12021(c)(1) prohibits any person convicted of any of the following misdemeanor violations from owning, possessing, or having under their custody or control any firearms within 10 years of the conviction.   Federal law prohibits anyone convicted of any misdemeanor under any federal or state law which has as an element an act of  “domestic violence,” as that term is defined in Title 18 U.S.C. 921 (a) (33), from ever owning or possessing a firearm (18 U.S.C. 922 (g) (9)).

Federal law further prohibits anyone who is subject to a court order relating to domestic violence as defined in the section where the order includes a finding that the person represents a credible threat to another, or which explicitly prohibits the use of force or threatened force against another, from owning or possessing a firearm (18 U.S.C. 922 (g) (8)).

State law prohibits anyone who is subject to a protective order as defined in Family Code 6218, or a temporary restraining order or injunction issued pursuant to Code of Civil Procedure 527.6 or 527.8, from purchasing or receiving a firearm (P.C. 12021 (g)).

State law further prohibits anyone who is subject to a protective order per Family Code 6218 where the court has made a finding that the subject is likely to use or display or threaten to use a firearm in any act of violence, from owning or possessing a firearm (Fam. Code 6389).
