• This certificate is separate from the Child Development permits issued by the state of CA Commission on Teacher 

Credentialing. Full-time CHDV faculty can provide advising and VOC (Verification of Completion) for Child Development 
Permit applications and renewals. Please see the full-time CHDV faculty with any questions about the permit process. 

• Required courses for the Child Development Associate Teacher Permit are CHDV 100, CHDV 115, and 6 units of curriculum 
from the following: CHDV 105, CHDV 125, CHDV 130, CHDV 135, CHDV 140, or CHDV 185. 

• Specialization units for the Child Development Master Teacher Permit include CHDV 120 & 145, CHDV 103 & 106, CHDV 110 
& 112, CHDV 102 & 104, OR CHDV 172 & MCS 100. 

• CHDV 195 is required for the Child Development Master Teacher, Site Supervisor, and Program Director permits.
