	The committee members introduced themselves and welcomed new members. 

	2
	Liz motioned to approve the minutes, Monique seconded. The minutes were approved by the committee. 

	3
	Wing reviewed the courses that will be offered in the upcoming Fall and Spring semesters. He specifically requested the committee’s feedback on the GIS system architecture and Server GIS class. Craig framed the question as how deeply do students need to know the GIS software. James replied that students don’t necessarily need to know how to setup/deploy ArcGIS Enterprise, because a consultant can be hired to help with setup and migration. Instead, students should know how to navigate portal and items on it, and the difference between ArcGIS Portal and ArcGIS Online. Monique agreed with James that there are few occasions that call for the setup and deployment of ArcGIS Enterprise. That may be a specialized technical skill reserved for GIS professionals who already have several years of experience, not an entry level GIS worker. Instead, a lecture or two on the components of ArcGIS Enterprise and what portal looks like may be sufficient. Luciane dissented and emphasized that experience with system architecture is very important and helpful in the private/consulting sector. There is a shortage of GIS analysts with ArcGIS Enterprise experience.  
Craig mentioned that Python is good for introductory students to know. Monique mentioned that Arcade Expression is also good for introductory students to know. 
Wing reviewed the new collaborative service-learning project that his Introductory GIS students are working on with SDRGC to map GIS professionals who are interested in mentoring students, and the end result will be a dashboard (GISPro Volunteer Interest Form). Monique mentioned that SDRGC will remind its members to sign up during their upcoming meeting. Wing also encouraged any GIS professionals who are interested in joining the virtual Speed-networking event on 5/8/24 to sign up (https://forms.gle/XzRaVGagPt9URCdq8) . Liz mentioned that she can help recruit student participants if needed.

	Wing explained what is the Standard Occupational Classification (SOC) system, and its importance for schools, students, workers, and employers. He emphasized that there is currently no designated SOC codes for occupations like GIS Technologist and Technicians and Remote Sensing Technicians. Instead, they are currently respectively grouped with many other unrelated occupations under the SOC codes for “Computer Occupations, All other” and “Life, Physical, and Social Science Technicians, All Other.” This is important for many reasons. (1) The Bureau of Labor Statistics is only required to collect and report wage and job opening data for occupations with SOC codes. The lack of designated SOC codes means those wage, job opening data that are crucial for academic program development and justification are not available. (2) Most grant and apprenticeship opportunities made possible by legislations like the Workforce Innovation and Opportunity Act to connect students with employers are only available to occupations with SOC codes. 
Given that the SOC system is only revised every ten years, and the opportunity to provide public comments to congress is likely to occur between Jun 2024 and Sept 2024, Wing strongly urged anyone interested in developing a public comment to revise how GIS-related occupations are represented in the SOC system to contact him immediately.
