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REASON FOR ACTION:

Throughout the dry season, leaves, dirt, trash, oil, and other debris often collects in storm drains
and outdoor areas. With fall upon us, the rainy season is (hopefully) on its way. Cleaning these
areas now helps ensure pollutants aren’t washed downstream during the next rain, or creating

flooding hazards at school district facilities.
