Purpose: This form is intended for members of the *Armed Forces of the United States and their eligible dependents,
eligible Veterans and their eligible dependents. It is designed to assist those individuals who have been classified as non-
residents and are seeking a non-resident tuition exemption.

*The Armed Forces of the United States include Air Force, Army, Coast Guard, Marine Corps, Navy, Space Force and the reserve
components of each of those forces, the California National Guard, the California State Guard, and the California Naval Militia.

A student who is a natural or adopted child, stepchild, or spouse and who is a dependent of a member of the
Armed Forces of the United States domiciled or stationed in California on active duty will submit:

[1 Completed Military Non-Resident Tuition Exemption Form
1 Dependent’s military ID

A member of the Armed Forces of the United States stationed in California on active duty for more than one
year immediately prior to being discharged will need to submit:
[1 Completed Military Non-Resident Tuition Exemption Form
[ Veteran’s Member 4 copy DD-214 listing California as the separation station for a one year exception
within two years of separation.

Please note: a former member of the Armed Forces of the United States who received a dishonorable or bad conduct
discharge shall NOT be eligible for a non-resident tuition exemption.

Under the Veterans Access, Choice and Accountability Act, students who are “covered individuals” are exempt
from non-resident tuition. Generally, if you are a veteran eligible for educational assistance under the
Montgomery Gl Bill®-Active Duty (MGIB-AD) or Post-9/11 Gl Bill®, who resides in California and enrolls in the
community college from a period of active duty of 90 days or more, you may submit the following
documentation to be exempt from nonresident tuition:

[1 Certificate of Eligibility
Please note: a former member of the Armed Forces of the United States who received a dishonorable or bad conduct
discharge shall NOT be eligible for a non-resident tuition exemption.

Important Information for Financial Aid Applicants

Please be advised: The Military Non-Exemption Form is ONLY an exemption. This process does not establish California residency.

e By using the Military Non-Resident Exemption Form instead of establishing California residency, you may be ineligible for certain
state financial aid and benefits reserved specifically for California residents. For a comprehensive understanding of eligibility
requirements, we encourage you to visit the CSAC website.

e If you would like to establish California residency you can find detailed information on the steps to do so on our Steps to Update
Residency information page.

e All Financial Aid applicants must either complete a Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) or a California Dream Act
Application (CADAA). Students who are unable to complete a FAFSA or CADAA may apply for scholarships.
