Credit or noncredit course 
 
This is a beginning English grammar class for nonnative speakers.  Students will learn to edit their writing by applying 
grammar knowledge of English.  This class teaches basic verbs and tenses. 
 
Students write:  sentences, sets of sentences, very short paragraphs 
 
At the end of the course, students will be able to: 
 Apply knowledge of grammatical errors discussed in class by locating and correcting errors within a paragraph. 
 Write a timed, in-class set of sentences showing an ability to use simple present, simple past, and present 

progressive verb tenses.
