Credit or noncredit course 
 
This is an advanced English grammar class for nonnative speakers.  Students will learn how to edit their own writing by 
applying using grammar knowledge of standard written English.  This class focuses on advanced grammar such as 
passive voice, past modals, and conditionals. 
 
Students write:  academic paragraphs 
 
At the end of the course, students will be able to: 
 Write a timed, in-class paragraph with correct uses of past modals in it. 
 Use knowledge of grammatical errors discussed in class to properly identify and correct errors in noun clauses 

within a paragraph.
