Leadership Scholarship
The California Organization of Associate Degree Nursing Directors (COADN, south) is offering scholarships to ADN students in Southern California. The total amount of scholarship awards is $5,000 annually.  This amount will be split among no more than 10 students; therefore, the least awarded amount will be $500.  

The two award cycles are for fall and spring:  
Applications must be emailed by November 20th for Fall 2020 @ 5pm
Applications must be emailed by April 20th  for Spring 2021 @ 5pm
Eligibility:

· Nursing students of good standing in second, third, or fourth semesters in a California Associate Degree Nursing Program; verified by nursing faculty/program director

· US citizen with California residency

· Overall GPA of 3.0 or higher
· Note:  Students who have received the scholarship in the past are not eligible
· Application must be emailed by the deadline. If you have any concerns about meeting the deadline, please be proactive and communicate this via email. An application received after the deadline will not be read.   
Scholarship Application Process:

· Students are expected to have a nursing faculty member, assistant director, or the program director complete the evaluation (which is the first page of the application) in order to be considered for eligibility.

· Compose a one to two page, double-spaced, 12 point font, typed essay discussing your current and future nursing leadership roles. Essays more than 2 pages will not be read or considered. Please type the essay directly on this application along with faculty member’s evaluation. You may also type the essay in a Word document and attach the file to an email.  The essay will be evaluated and assigned points according to a grading rubric which is attached to this email. If you do not receive the rubric attachment or have questions about the rubric, please email me at doliveri@saddleback.edu.
· Email the application and the faculty reference to Dr. Dee Oliveri EdD RN at doliveri@saddleback.edu.  In the “subject” area of the email please type in “COADN scholarship applicant”.  You will receive verification that your application was received. You will receive an email in mid-January and late-May if you have or have not received the scholarship. 	Content 
	Paper includes a definition of leadership based on the student’s personal perspective and evidence of thorough research is provided.

Student provides evidence of the importance of leadership in Nursing and provides at least two examples of how the leadership role is fulfilled in the student’s nursing program or community. 

Student describes a future leadership goal and reflects on at least two challenges encountered in fulfilling the leadership role in the program or the community.


	Paper includes a definition of leadership based on the student’s personal perspective and evidence of research is vaguely provided. 

Student provides vague evidence of the importance of leadership in Nursing and provides one example of how leadership role is fulfilled in the student’s nursing program or community.

Student describes a future leadership goal and reflects on one challenge encountered in fulfilling the leadership role in the program or community.
	Paper includes a definition of leadership and no evidence of research is evident nor provided to substantiate the definition, does not reflect student’s personal perspective.

Student provides evidence of importance of leadership but not as it relates to Nursing and provides one example of how the leadership role is fulfilled in the student’s nursing program or community.

Student describes a future leadership goal; not significant to the topic and reflects on one challenge encountered in fulfilling the leadership role in the program or community; however not significant to the topic.
	Paper does not include a definition of leadership, no evidence is evident and definition is difficult to understand and may be inaccurate.

Paper vaguely addresses the importance of leadership and there are no examples of how the leadership role is fulfilled.

One future goal is provided but does not relate to leadership, and one challenge encountered in fulfilling the leadership role is provided but difficult to understand.
	

	Organization-intro, body and conclusion flow 


	The introduction is inviting, states the topic of leadership and provides an overview of the essay. Information is relevant and presented in a logical order, transitions to the body and conclusion is strong summary of the essay. Paper is double-spaced.
	The introduction states the topic of leadership and provides an overview of the essay. Transition is weak to the body and a conclusion is included. Paper is double-spaced.


	The introduction states the main topic of leadership, transition is vague and conclusion is included but does not summarize. Paper is either double or single-spaced.
	No clear introduction, body or conclusion. Paper may be double or single-spaced.
	

	Sentence structure, grammar and spelling, punctuation 


	All sentences are well constructed and have varied structure and length. No errors in grammar, spelling or punctuation.
	Most sentences are well constructed and have varied structure and length. Few errors in grammar, spelling and/or punctuation noted, but they do not interfere with understanding.
	Most sentences are well constructed, but they have similar structure and/or length. Several errors in grammar, spelling and/or punctuation are noted that interfere with understanding.


	Sentences are awkward, are distracting, repetitive or are difficult to understand. Numerous errors in grammar, spelling and/or punctuation are noted that interfere with understanding.
