COURSE OBJECTIVES AND DESCRIPTION

The aim of this course is to provide students with a basic overview of civilizations around the world up to 1650.  The obvious time restriction only allows us to cover the major issues and events across the different continents, while analyzing the major themes. This course will help students better understand the origins of modern world civilizations and cultures by examining the growth of civilizations and the interrelationships of the peoples of Europe, Asia, Africa and the Americas. By the end of the semester, students will be able to do the following:

1. Recognize the origins of civilizations from their roots in Egypt, Mesopotamia, the Fertile Crescent and Near East and evaluate the importance of the early foundations on later development. 

2. Trace the origins of several Asian civilizations from their roots in India and China.

3. Compare and contrast the political and social systems, economics and religion of the various Greek city-states and evaluate their impact on civilization.

4. Examine the social, political, economic, religious and military institutions of the Roman Republic and Roman Empire and evaluate their effect on civilization.

5. Display comprehensive knowledge of the development of the early Christian church and explain its influence on civilization. Trace the development of and explain its influence on civilization.

6. Examine the relationship between the basic social, political, economic, military and religious institutions of early medieval Europe and determine their impact on civilization.

7. Analyze Africa before the European intrusion.

8. Analyze the Americas before the European intrusion.

9. Evaluate the influence of the Renaissance and Reformation on civilization.

10. Identify the age of exploration and analyze its impact on the Americas, Africa and Asia.

STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES

1. Accurately interpret the history of the World through the use of primary and secondary sources

2. Demonstrate college level writing in assessing and interpreting World history.

3. Identify, use, and cite reliable primary and secondary sources in World history.

EXAMS

The two exams will be comprised of multiple choice, true and false, and a written component will consist of short identification essays. The final exam will not be cumulative.  Make‑up Exams. If you miss the exam due to a documented legitimate excuse, see me to schedule a make‑up exam.  Make-up exams will NOT follow the same form as the regular class exam.
The first map quiz will cover the Middle East, Europe and the Mediterranean Basin.  The second quiz will be on Asia and Africa. Students will be given a blank map and be required to fill in no less than 12 significant geographical locations, including but not limited to: cities, rivers, bodies of water, and mountain ranges.
PAPERS

You will be required to write an analytical paper over the course of the semester.  This paper will be concerned with various themes in 1001 Nights (1800 words). As part of the assignment there will be various graded check-ins throughout the term. More complete instructions to follow.

I highly encourage you to bring me rough drafts.

Papers must be submitted through Canvas by the beginning of class on the due date. Late papers will be accepted with the penalty of A Full Letter Grade for each day that the paper is late. If the paper has not been submitted to Canvas at the start of class, it will be considered late. Late papers cannot be rewritten for a higher grade.

EXTRA CREDIT

ATTENDANCE POLICY

If students are not sure of their records, they may verify their records with the instructor.

· NOTE: If you are receiving certain kinds of financial aid, you may be dropped from the class after the regular Drop Date.  Under these circumstances I will NOT authorize a change of grade from a "Drop" to an "F."
