COURSE DESCRIPTION AND OBJECTIVES

The aim of this course is to give students a basic understanding of the development of European history since the Reformation. We will discuss the political, religious, social and cultural developments in the modern period. Rather than fact-laden and comprehensive, this course offers a series of perspectives on the region through both lecture and primary source readings. By the end of the semester students should be able to do the following: 

1. Examine the rise of absolutism in 17th century Europe

2. Analyze the Enlightenment and its influence on 18th century European social, economic and political institutions.

3. Evaluate the effects of the Enlightenment, the French Revolution and Napoleon on cultural, intellectual, social, economic and political institutions in 18th and 19th century Europe.

4. Analyze the Industrial Revolution and how it altered the institutions of Europe.

5. Examine imperialism.

6. Examine the interrelationship between technology and modern warfare.

7. Analyze the struggle between the democracies and totalitarian states in the 20th century.

8. Examine the end of imperialism and the rise of new systems which govern the interrelationships between nations.

9. Examine the causes and effects of the Cold War.

STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES

1. Accurately interpret the history of Western Civilization through the use of primary and secondary sources

2. Demonstrate college level writing in assessing and interpreting the history of Western Civilization.

3. Identify, use, and cite reliable primary and secondary sources in Western Civilization.

EXAMS

The two exams (including the final exam) will be comprised of multiple choice, true and false, and a written component will consist of short identification essays. The final exam will not be cumulative.  Make‑up Exams. If you miss the exam due to a documented legitimate excuse, see me to schedule a make‑up exam.  Make-up exams will NOT follow the same form as the regular class exam.
The map quiz will consist of Europe and the Mediterranean littoral.  Students will be given a blank map and be required to fill in no less than 15 significant geographical locations, including but not limited to: cities, rivers, bodies of water, and mountain ranges.

PAPERS

Primary Source Analysis papers:  One of the best tools for a historian is materials produced by individuals who lived through the period that is being studied.  During the course of the semester we will be using a number of these documents to better understand some aspect of Modern European society. You will be required to write three papers in which you use these documents to analyze a topic that helps us to better understand the culture/society that produced it.  Each paper must be no less than 500 words in length. More complete instructions to follow.

I highly encourage you to bring me rough drafts.

Papers must be submitted through Canvas by the beginning of class on the due date. Late papers will be accepted with the penalty of A Full Letter Grade for each day that the paper is late. If the paper has not been submitted to Canvas at the start of class, it will be considered late. Late papers cannot be rewritten for a higher grade.

EXTRA CREDIT

All students will start the semester with ten (10) points of extra credit to be applied at the end of the term to their final grade.  However, every time that a cell phone rings during class or I see someone texting or off task on a computer, a point will be subtracted from the entire class.

ATTENDANCE
Attendance will be taken at every class; any student not present will have 5 points deducted (no matter what the excuse – barring medical emergencies or death in the family, of course). If students are not sure of their records, they may verify their records with the instructor.

Once you miss SIX class sessions, including exam days, you will be dropped from this class. If the drop date has passed, you will receive an “F” for the class unless you choose to initiate a withdrawal from the class and receive an “FW.” 

· NOTE: If you are receiving certain kinds of financial aid, you may be dropped from the class after the regular Drop Date.  Under these circumstances I will NOT authorize a change of grade from a "Drop" to an "F."
