Safety & Security Talking Points for EH&S 


Month of April 


Campus Emergency Preparedness: 


1. On February 27, 2018 EH&S, VP Ron Perez and Facilities Director Chris Miller met with Dr. Blake 
to discuss campus emergency preparedness strategies. 
 
Tentative schedule if all goes well: 


 April 9th - 10:30 to 11:30 Emergency Response Consultant and EH&S meeting with the 
Executive Cabinet, Chief of Police and the Director of Public Affairs to plan emergency 
response plans/procedures, table top exercises, future power point training that can be used to 
train the entire campus, and the distribution of FEMA active shooter cards. 


 May 9th - 1:30 to 2:30 Emergency Response Consultant and EH&S meeting with the 
Administrators Association (AA) and Confidential/Supervisory Team (CAST) to inform them 
of the upcoming mandatory emergency response seminar, online and table top exercise training.  


 July 25th - Seminar to prepare those (Executive Team, AA and CAST) who will be involved in 
the Table Top Exercise (TTX) to be comfortable with being involved. There will be at least 
three-meetings lasting not more than an hour each 10:00 to 11:00, 11:00 to 12:00, then 1:30 to 
2:30 (with any of these three can be the Train-the-Trainer for the Police/EH&S). That way 
people can choose any one of the time slots. This is a course on the Big Five Actions for 
Emergencies (Secure Campus-Lockdown/Barricade; Shelter in Place; Earthquake-Drop, Cover 
& Hold On; and evacuate).  


 July 27th - Table Top Exercise (TTX) to be held in the new EOC 
 (15-30 days later) – Develop master power point training for entire campus organization that 


can be delivered quickly. This presentation will be to train police/EH&S employees so that they 
can present it preset at their convenience to the rest of the campus community (faculty, staff 
and students) through each academic year. 
 


Fire Prevention Program: 


1. On January 5, 2018 the required Semi Annual Kitchen Hood Inspection at the SU- Cafe (Kitchen) - 
San Marcos was completed. 


Air Quality (APCD): 


1. On January 19, 2018, an Indoor Air Quality (IAQ) test was conducted in the Public Affairs Office 
(PAO) due to several complaints of a mold/mildew smell. Air sample results within the affected 
spaces indicated normal indoor fungal ecology and other particulates that represent normal levels 
of airborne contaminants. In short, there was no condition noted that would indicate a significant 
chemical exposure or a current moisture condition within the building that might facilitate mold 
growth. EH&S had the facilities HVAC Technician place a new air filter in the HVAC system as 
well as making sure a more comfortable thermostat setting was programmed into the automatic 
internal climate control system that will keep the interior cooler during warm periods. 
EH&S recommended that the items that are stored in the storage room (PAO-4) be repackaged 
from the cardboard boxes and placed into plastic containers. Once all personal/promotional items 
have been cleaned and/or removed, the PAO were to contact the facilities office to request a 
Remedy for custodial services to dust the office spaces in the building and have the carpets 
cleaned. 







2. On January 31, 2018, an Indoor Air Quality (IAQ) test was conducted in the O-Building dance 
Room (O-2) and adjacent training rooms due to several complaints of a mold/mildew smell. No 
condition was noted that would indicate a significant chemical exposure or a current moisture 
condition within the building that might facilitate mold growth and the adjacent training room was 
free of any odor. 


In addition to having an IAQ assessment of the dance room (O-2), the District hired a licensed 
water-restoration contractor to conduct an ozone treatment of the dance room area only as a 
precautionary measure to remove any possible moisture/odor that may be present in the area. 
Although the results from the IAQ indicated a clean environment and the completion of the 
ozone treatment, there still was the presence of an old building. So as a result, the District 
decided to keep the dance room (O-2) area closed. 


Stormwater: 


1. On March 23, 2018, the EH&S Department and the county inspector conducted an inspection to 
ensure that Palomar’s North Campus Site (Fallbrook) is in compliance with our Storm Water 
Management Plan and the local regulatory requirements. 


 
Inspection Results: 


 Several inlets were unprotected or under-protected within the site.  
 Several of the detention basins have no stabilization, severely eroded along the banks and 


sediment had already filled in significantly. The concern was that the upcoming rain event 
would continue this process and overwhelm the basin, resulting in a sediment discharge. 
Erosion was also noted along the exit corridor. Since the gravel is downgrade, this was likely a 
contributor to the impaction at this particular area. 


 There was no visqueen onsite to cover the stockpiles of dirt throughout the site prior to rain. 
 There was sediment tracking out of the site; due to muddy tires and the gravel exit pathway 


being mostly impacted with sediment (much of it rendered nonfunctional). 
 
Corrective actions:   
 
 Contractor stated that they will take immediate actions to correct. 
 Street Sweepers were already present to address track-out issues by the close of business.

SAFETY CONCERNS 
 


1. Ruth Barnaba: 
 
 She has observed the bollards between the Library and NS Building taken out and not put back, 


causing a trip hazard with a hole in the ground. Derrick Johnson informed the committee we tried 
to fix the problem by placing two stickers on every bollards reminding them to replace. Dayna 
Schwab mentioned a lot of the time Coca-Cola leaves them out so we will contact Contract 
Services to have them remind their driver. Some prevention ideas are to put up signs, swing gates, 
chains, locked bollards, or gate codes. Only emergency vehicles should have access to drive on 
this road as it’s for pedestrian use only. If you find the bollard not in place, call Facilities, we’ll get 
someone to replace it.    No actions needed.  


 
2. Casey Koss: 
 
 The elevator closes right at 8:30 when the Library closes. Derrick Johnson will discuss with Jeff 


Bennett to find out what we can do to adjust the timer. Remedy Created. 
 
3. Monique Dumbrique:  
 
 At the H Building, there is a temporary fence set-up for a walkway next to large cemented rocks. It 


is very narrow and some HR employees, when going on walks, have twisted their ankles. Chris 
Miller will talk to Gilbane about moving the fence and making sure it is ADA compliant. 
Temporary fence repositioned. Issue resolved.  


 
4. Wendy Corbin: 
  
 She is concerned about workplace injuries and desiring use of ergonomic practices for prevention. 


Derrick Johnson reported a full-time EH&S Technician will be going out for recruitment soon and 
then that employee will be able to work more with staff on education and training on ergonomic 
procedures. The current employee is short-term. Funds may need to be more accurately allocated 
for ergonomic equipment for workstations. EH&S Technician posting sent out for hire on 4/02/18. 


 
5. Dan MacNeil: 
 
 In the biology department, there is potential splash hazards with acids and bases, and 


recommending standards should be in place. Derrick Johnson will contact Dean Kailikole and 
review the PPE in the Chemical Hygiene Plan.  A copy of the Chemical Hygiene Plan was sent to 
the Chemistry/Life Science Departments and Dan MacNeil. 


 
6.  Tamara Holthaus: 
 
 She is concerned about the traffic in front of the ECE Lab School. She has noticed Campus Police 


presence there, but after they leave, traffic picks up and people are running the stop signs. Campus 
Police is monitoring traffic flow in this area. 


 
 
 







 
                  7.   Michael Nagtalon: 
 


 He is concerned about dim lighting in parking lot 5 by the Arboretum. Chris Miller reported the 
parking lot lights are on motion sensors and dim without motion. If you notice an issue, call 
Facilities and report it. Chief Moore reminded him to call Campus Police and they will provide an 
escort. Michael also inquired about our preparation for an active shooter incident. Derrick Johnson 
reported all classrooms and labs can be locked from the inside. Conference rooms are next on the 
list for review of locks. Lock down drills took place in September for both the San Marcos campus 
and Escondido Center. Chief Moore may be contacted directly for more information. Chief Moore 
asks that any suspicious activity be reported to Campus Police. They are available for instruction 
on how to respond and protect oneself. Staff and students can opt in for emergency notifications on 
their phones via BlackBoard Connect. Active shooter preparedness and response is a continuous 
improvement plan. No actions needed. 


 
8. Chris Miller: 
  
 He reported there are lights out in Parking Lot 12. During the construction, some wires were cut 


when planting a tree. Most of the lights are back on and a couple are in progress. All lights are 
working appropriately. 
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
