Clear Width. Except as provided in 403.5.2 and 403.5.3, the clear width of walking surfaces shall be 36 inches (915 
mm) minimum 


OSHA 1910.22(a) (1) 


All places of employment, passageways, storerooms, service rooms, and walking-working surfaces are kept in a clean, 
orderly, and sanitary condition. 


OSHA 1910.22(a) (3) 


Walking-working surfaces are maintained free of hazards such as sharp or protruding objects, loose boards, corrosion, 
leaks, spills, snow, and ice. 


OSHA 1910.36(a) (2) 


An exit must be separated by fire resistant materials. Construction materials used to separate an exit from other 
parts of the workplace must have a one-hour fire resistance-rating if the exit connects three or fewer stories and a 
two-hour fire resistance-rating if the exit connects four or more stories. 


OSHA 1910.37(a) (3)  


Exit routes must be free and unobstructed. No materials or equipment may be placed, either permanently or 
temporarily, within the exit route. The exit access must not go through a room that can be locked, such as a 
bathroom, to reach an exit or exit discharge, nor may it lead into a dead-end corridor. Stairs or a ramp must be 
provided where the exit route is not substantially level. 


OSHA 1910.37(a) (4) 


Safeguards designed to protect employees during an emergency (e.g., sprinkler systems, alarm systems, fire doors, 
exit lighting) must be in proper working order at all times.

 [Regarding exits] Lighting and marking must be adequate and appropriate.

The fire retardant properties of paints or solutions must be maintained. Fire retardant paints or 
solutions must be renewed as often as necessary to maintain their fire retardant properties. 


OSHA 1910.101 (a) 


"Inspection of compressed gas cylinders." Each employer shall determine that compressed gas cylinders under his 
control are in a safe condition to the extent that this can be determined by visual inspection. Visual and other 
inspections shall be conducted as prescribed in the Hazardous Materials Regulations of the Department of 
Transportation (49 CFR parts 171-179 and 14 CFR part 103). Where those regulations are not applicable, visual and 
other inspections shall be conducted in accordance with Compressed Gas Association Pamphlets C-6-1968 and C-8-
1962, which is incorporated by reference as specified in Sec. 1910.6.OSHA 1926.250(a)  


OSHA 1910.141(b) (2) (i) 


Outlets for nonpotable water, such as water for industrial or firefighting purposes, shall be posted or otherwise 
marked in a manner that will indicate clearly that the water is unsafe and is not to be used for drinking, washing of 
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the person, cooking, washing of food, washing of cooking or eating utensils, washing of food preparation or 
processing premises, or personal service rooms, or for washing clothes. 


OSHA 1910.141(g) (4)  


Sanitary storage. No food or beverages shall be stored in toilet rooms or in an area exposed to a toxic material. 


OSHA 1910.157(c) (1) 


The employer shall provide portable fire extinguishers and shall mount, locate and identify them so that they are 
readily accessible to employees without subjecting the employees to possible injury. 


OSHA 1910.159(c) (10) 


Sprinkler spacing. The employer shall assure that sprinklers are spaced to provide a maximum protection area per 
sprinkler, a minimum of interference to the discharge pattern by building or structural members or building contents 
and suitable sensitivity to possible fire hazards. The minimum vertical clearance between sprinklers and material 
below shall be 18 inches (45.7 cm). 


OSHA 1910.164(f) 


Number, location and spacing of detecting devices. The employer shall assure that the number, spacing and location 
of fire detectors is based upon design data obtained from field experience, or tests, engineering surveys, the 
manufacturer's recommendations, or a recognized testing laboratory listing. 


OSHA 1910.165(e) 


Manual operation. The employer shall assure that manually operated actuation devices for use in conjunction with 
employee alarms are unobstructed, conspicuous and readily accessible. 


OSHA 1910.176 (b) 


Secure storage. Storage of material shall not create a hazard. Bags, containers, bundles, etc., stored in tiers shall be 
stacked, blocked, interlocked and limited in height so that they are stable and secure against sliding or collapse. 


OSHA 1910.252(a)(2)(vi) 
Prohibited areas. Cutting or welding shall not be permitted in the following situations: 


1910.252(a)(2)(vi)(A) 


In areas not authorized by management. 


1910.252(a)(2)(vi)(B) 


In sprinklered buildings while such protection is impaired. 


1910.252(a)(2)(vi)(C) 


In the presence of explosive atmospheres (mixtures of flammable gases, vapors, liquids, or dusts with air), or 
explosive atmospheres that may develop inside uncleaned or improperly prepared tanks or equipment which have 
previously contained such materials, or that may develop in areas with an accumulation of combustible dusts. 


1910.252(a)(2)(vi)(D) 


In areas near the storage of large quantities of exposed, readily ignitable materials such as bulk sulfur, baled paper, or 
cotton. 


OSHA 1910.303(g)  


(1) Working space for equipment likely to require examination, adjustment, servicing, or maintenance while 
energized shall comply with the following dimensions, except as required or permitted elsewhere in this subpart: 
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OSHA 1910.303(g) (1)  


Space about electric equipment. Sufficient access and working space shall be provided and maintained about all 
electric equipment to permit ready and safe operation and maintenance of such equipment. 


OSHA 1926.252(c)  


"Housekeeping." Storage areas shall be kept free from accumulation of materials that constitute hazards from 
tripping, fire, explosion, or pest harborage. Vegetation control will be exercised when necessary. 


OSHA 1926.252(e)  


All solvent waste, oily rags, and flammable liquids shall be kept in fire resistant covered containers until removed 
from worksite. 


PCCHP 2.4 (m)  


Keep lab spaces, including fume hoods, clean and uncluttered to prevent accidental spills and glass breakage. 


PCCHP 2.4.2 (b)  


All spills on lab benches or floors shall be cleaned immediately and properly disposed of. 


PCCHP 2.4.2 (c)  


The lab benches shall be kept clear of equipment and chemicals except those necessary for the work currently being 
performed. 


PCCHP 2.4.2 (d)  


The work area shall be cleaned at the end of each operation and each shift. Instructors shall be responsible to see 
that the laboratory is cleaned at the end of each class period. 


PCCHP 2.4.2 (e)  


All apparatus shall be cleaned thoroughly and returned to storage upon completion of use. 


PCCHP 2.4.2 (f)  


Aisles and hallways shall remain unobstructed. 


PCCHP 2.4.2 (g)  


Access to exits, utility control and electrical disconnects, and emergency equipment including fire extinguishers, 
eyewashes, and showers shall remain unobstructed 


PCCHP 2.4.2 (i)  


Chemical containers shall be clean, properly labeled, and returned to storage upon completion of usage.
